REPORTS - COUNCIL MEMBER, COMMITTEE, PROFESSIONAL

Council member Archibald reported that fast Thursday, recreation met and discussed the Halloween
Parade, which is on Saturday October 28. There are two bus trips being advertised one being a Christmas
show and tickets are still available. There is a resident that expressed an interest in starting a Mid-
Monmouth Basketball team for Atlantic Highlands. Mid-Monmouth is a semi-traveling league, were
different towns play each other.

Council member Spatola reported the corn stalks would be arriving to decorate First Ave on Saturday.
We will be meeting at Borough Hall at 9:30 all are welcome; it will be a lot of fun.

Council member Doyle reported that the grant for the skate park was submitted last Tuesday in the
amount of $100,000 so we will pursue that and look for a place to put it in the Harbor.

Council member Fligor reported our sewer flows for August are down to 44.2% even with the rains. He
thanks Administrator Hubeny for finding and repairing the manhole in the Borough yard, that was
basically underwater and we never knew it was there. That could have possibly been one of the major
contributors to our inflow. He further reported that the [15°] trees are coming for Leonard Ave and they
will be installed before the end of the season. '

Council member Ladiana reported Saturday was the 5th annual Kayak Challenge at the Avenue A beach.
There were 80100 people shop up and 50 participants. She thanked Fligor for helping with the singeing.
She reported that on Sunday, October 22 from 1:00pm-4:00pm is Lenape Woods Trail Maintenance Day.
She attended a Green. Acres round table with Adam and the Mayor, on “The Art of Land Negotiation”.
The main theme was you really need to partner with people. We learned a lot. She attended the regional
Stormwater Management meeting, The regional planning committes has an extension to September '07
basically testing the health of the many mind creeks. There is an extremely high fecal coliform reading
in some parts of the creek and one part of the project is to determine what the source is.

Administrator Hubeny commented on an article in the paper regarding Storm water Mgmt plan. He
assured everyone that our plan is at the County and they are reviewing it, and he is awaiting their
response. He found one issue with water meters. There are 50-60 homes still not in place. He feels the
Mayor and Council should authorize any further adjustments. Community Development block grant will
be authorizing us $140,000.00 in a grant to Atlantic Highlands. He and Michelle Clark met with

Council member Doyle asked if his authority could be extended on these remaining water issues as
opposed to his coming back to the Borough every single time.

Attorney Reilly suggested that you make a motion to extend the previous resolution until December
2006. '

Counciimember Doyle moved that the Administrators authority o make sewer adjustments be extended

until December 31, 2006, it was seconded by Council member Archibald. ‘

Administrator Hubeny reporied that he and the engineer had made a presentation before the Community
Development Block Grant [CBDG]. They applied for $162,000, and as long as the amount of money
funded last year, is funded this year, we will be offered $140,000 in a grant. He reported that he met with
Mr. Bucco and reviewed the plans for the 2006 road project. The plans are almost complete, Hopefully
Mother Nature will allow us to spend our 2006 money in 2006. Regarding the tree at 24 Highland Place,
Mrs..Saunders, her arborist agrees that the tree needs to come down. He commented that there was an
article made on the AH herald regarding his mother being first on- the affordable houwsing list when
affordable housing comes to town. He reviewed the recording it and read verbafim the comments made
by Mr. Lydon. He then emphasized that if you don’t have the facts, you should check it out before you
put.something in the newspaper, because rumors can be twrtful and no one deserves these kinds of
comments made about them when they are not true.
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Council member Spatola commented that rumors hurt not only the person, but they hurt our town.
Before anyone makes a comment or innuendo, they should make sure their sources are checkcd

Engineer Bucco reported that Bayside Drive is moving along. The County stil] has not received contract
books frem the contractor, but they are still scheduled to begin next week.

i’UBLIC COMMENT SESSION

Allan Dean- Second Ave- made it clear that the items he [Mr. Hubeny] mentioned are contained in the
forum section of his web sight. We [the AH Herald} did not publisk the rumor, but someone in his forum
published it. He asked the Mayor to fill everyone in on COAH.

Mayor Donoghue mentioned that COAH has determined that our proposal to alter the plan for Leonard
Ave is substantial; therefore we will have to reapply for certification. Mr. Surenian has applied for and
received a 45-day extension. So we will mest the new deadline.

Debra Murry - 12 Prospect Circle would like to know what progress the Borough has made regarding 16
8th Avenue, the Kupper house. She commented on the assessments of four homes in that area, and how
the Kupper home improvements decreased in value by 6% while the neighbors® assessments have been
increasing by 100+%. She is devaluing her home to pay fewer taxes.

Mary Wall - 79 Ocean Blvd apologized to Mr. Hubeny because she made the comments on the forum.
She commented that those comments in the forum led to a lot of misunderstanding.

Joseph Hawley - Ocean Blvd wanis to address the meetings concerning pay to play. During these
meetings Mrs. Ladiana attacked Mr. Reilly for not filing some forms to the Borough Clerk Concerning
pay to play, vet she did not attack Mr. Surenian for not filing his pay to play form. The reality is that the
pay to play ordinance is not worth the paper it s written on. Presently nothing exists from the State that
says a local government could create such and Ordinance. He fecls that there is no reason to adopt such
an Ordinance on a focal level. As Democratic Chairman, he returned contributions he did not feel were
appropriate to accept. This Ordinance is meaningless and is not campaign finance reform. He -
commented that Mr. Surenian did not file his pay to play form in response to a request for clarification
form Council member Archibald. He commented that Mr. Lydon did not file on either. He commented
that Mrs. Schmidt, the tax coflector, is being hunted down for campaign contributions as well as former
defentse attorney Raymond Raya.
Counci{ member Ladiana commented that pay to play was a bipartisan effort and not 2 Democratic thing.
MTr. Fligor was at every single meeting and wanted it as strong as it could be. She did not crafi it; it was
“ bipartisan with community representation,

Council member Fligor commented that we went with the strongest Ordinance except we did not impose
any fines.

Council member Ladiana commented that Mr., Hawley commented that one of thie comments he made
during the public hearing on pay to play, was that the State always made rules, and routinely they would
hold meetings to teach the Municipal chairs how to go around the rules and he stated that he and Mrs.

Frotton aitended them regularly.
