PROGRAM/EVENTS ASSIGNMENTS:

Registration will close 8/22/25 next season.  There was also discussion regarding an issue with dogs on the field that currently has been addressed.

The Hot dog truck and Best ever Ice Cream Truck will be available along with a photo booth.  This year there will be an iPad/iPod to play music instead of a band.  Mr. Crowley has a sound system if needed reach out to him.  Mr. Dougherty will be reaching out to Ms. Flemming who is in charge of the National Honor Society students to offer volunteer hours for the parade and the Tree lighting also. 

AH Day- Mr. Crowley said he will send out a flyer in the next day or two to have it posted to the Borough website and Borough Facebook page.  There will be two bands, twelve food trucks, a beer garden, ten vendors and DPW/PD/First Aid trucks will be there with Trucks.  

Winter Basketball-There was discussion regarding potentially raising the cost for registration to help cover possible cost increases for gym space needed for practices and we may possibly have to pay for referees.  There was detailed discussion regarding registration requirements and divisions.  It was also discussed to find a way for the Committee rep to be given capabilities to open registration and access reports themselves.  Mr. Parmigiani and Mrs. McLane will contact Sports Connect to see if this is possible.  We will discuss further at the October meeting and the plan is to open registration promptly on Friday, October 18th.  Mr. Colangelo will have updates on gym availability in Atlantic Highlands and Highlands elementary schools with costs associated.  Registration will close on 12/20/24.

Tree Lighting – Mr. Dougherty said the Mayor would like to participate in the planning for the Tree lighting and he provided some possible ideas.  This will be discussed further at the October meeting. 

OLD BUSINESS:  Mr. Parmigiani commented that next year the rising 6th graders will not be included for Summer Recreation being that that age group normally doesn’t show up and it takes a spot away from a younger child who would actually attend.
