He suggested that every committee put together a time line calendar for each event.


Summer Recreation – 56 children have already registered for this year’s program.  There are 14 applications for counselors and 2 CIT applications to date.  Applications will be collected until the 2nd of June and interviews will begin shortly thereafter.  Adam Hubeny explained that he was working on getting access to Saint Agnes for this year’s program.  This would include use of the gym, playground and the grassy area.  Discussion followed about continued use of Fireman’s Field for water days.

Soccer Program – Tony Sherlock will run the soccer program again this year, but has said that this will be his last soccer season.  Details on the program to follow as it gets closer.


OLD BUSINESS – Chris Morrisy is overseeing the Summer Concerts again this year and has a good line up, ready to go.  Regina said that she has been in touch with the President of the Over 55 Club and will forward their program information to be posted on the website.
