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MINUTES – OCTOBER 21, 2021

CALL TO ORDER:  6:30 PM
Mayor Gluckstein called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVALS OF MINUTES:
Clair Kozic made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 16, 2021 Regular Meeting, seconded by Jim Murphy.  Motion approved by unanimous voice vote.

CORRESPONDENCE & INVOICES:
There were no invoices submitted and no new correspondence.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Morgan Spicer, Victorian Woods Drive, presented some donated prizes for the Halloween Parade and will be working at the Face Painting booth as well as the Picture Area.

YOUTH COMMISSION REPORT:  Nate was unable to make tonight’s meeting.

PROGRAM/EVENTS:

Soccer – Chris Kurdes said that both the regular soccer program as well as the Little Kickers are doing well.  Soccer will continue until the 30th of October.

Halloween Parade and Festival – Jim Murphy had a handout of the location of activities at Veterans Park.  The parade will start at the Harbor, line up beginning at 12:15 with a 1:00 start time.  Judges have been selected as well as the categories to be judged.  There was discussion regarding how to group the different categories to assist the judges.  The Lion’s Club will be available to help, and the school will be contacted to see if any of the students would like to volunteer.  A letter was sent to the county regarding the road closing.  Jim said that the festival will include live music, craft stations, story time, trunk or treat, food vendors and games.  Jim also noted that the Halloween prizes will be donations from local businesses.

Holiday Home Decorating Contest – Voting is due the 29th with the winner being announced at the parade. 
OLD BUSINESS:

Basketball – Rich Colangelo spoke about the Basketball program.  He said that the games will take place at Mother Theresa, being that the Elementary School no longer has a staff member with a Black Seal license.  He said that all coaches must have Rutgers Certification and a background check.  Rich has set up with Borough personnel to clean the bathrooms and for the removal of garbage.  There was a question about concessions which Rich will look into.  Registration will open on November 1st.  Discussion followed regarding grouping teams, putting together an All Star and equipment needed.

Jon Crowley made a motion to approve a $400.00 stipend to be paid to the Chris Morrisy Band, seconded by Claire Kozic.  Motion approved by unanimous voice vote.

NEW BUSINESS:  

Mid Monmouth League – Claire Kozic said that this is a traveling Basketball league, which would require try outs, a paid coach and player paid participation.  Claire said that they are looking for a two-year commitment and suggested that they look at an All-Star team this year.

Christmas Events – Candy provided a handout to outline the activities which would be a part of this years Tree Lighting.  Some activities included Mr. and Mrs. Claus arriving on the firetruck which will be led by the Henry Hudson band and a quick moving parade, food trucks, Santa photos, live singers.   Business owners will be asked in early November to allow high school students to paint their window for the holiday. Discussion followed.  It was suggested that a large tree be put in Veterans Park.  

Chris Parmigiani noted that he has an American Flyer train set, which he would lend for display.  After discussion it was decided that the offer be made to the Library to put the display in their activities room.
